Rather than focusing on better known subjects like 
the “Helga” pictures or “Christina’s World” (although both will be 
discussed), this slide lecture highlights the themes of domestic 
interiors, architecture, intimate and panoramic landscapes, friends 
and family, and still-life subjects. Art historian and professor 
Jeff Mishur will provide a context for Wyeth within American art 
history, as well as relate Wyeth’s works to the artist’s personal 
experiences.
